There Ain’t No Sanity Clause…

Choreographed for Judge Dredd RPG by The Sector 142 Reclamation Project

Introduction

This is a light-hearted scenario for Judge Dredd the Role-Playing Game. In the dark, despair washed streets of Mega-City One there is little for kids to look forward to at Christmas, but now one man is going to try to change all that.

 Almost everyone has forgotten the mythical bringer of toys to good children. The easy availability of surveillance and anti-intruder technology soon allowed children to find out that it was dad who brought the presents, and the subsequent disillusionment soon killed the idea of Father Christmas. The traditional corner bell-ringing Santa, collecting for charity also went the way of the dodo when juve gangs realised that anyone stupid enough to stand on a corner with a pot full of credits, and advertise his presence with a ringing bell, was too good a target to pass up. The toy companies and big business co-opted the concept of Christmas, and the season is full of crass commercialism and little of the traditional cheer and goodwill towards men (this is Mega-City One, after all). Santa now exists, along with snow, robins and fir trees (none of which the vast majority of citizens have ever seen, anyway), only as a worn out picture in the occasional store window, a faint reminder of times past...

Grud Rest Ye Merry Gentlemen

Over in the boardroom of Toys-4-Us MegaCorp, the Board of Directors is struggling to come up with a new gimmick to sell this Christmas. Gone are the days when you could release an excessively violent movie starring bizarre heroes, hype it until it explodes, and live comfortably off the proceeds until the following year. Juves these days see more violence on the streets than they ever could in the home vid market and anyway, ‘The Psionic He-Creatures from Hell; (subtitle; ‘They'll suck your mind’)’ which they released last year finally finished off the genre once and for all. ‘Cute’ is out, and the release of ‘Barney the Bouncy Astro-Bunny’ two years ago created a wave of public revulsion that the company is still recovering from. So what can they do? What is going to be the new Fad, the new Hero who will provide merchandising opportunities long into the new year?

From the darkness of the boardroom steps Raymond Deer, the youngest, smoothest executive in the company. (This guy is like an ad for Armani, Gillette and the Chippendales all rolled into one). Throwing a folder marked Top Secret on the boardroom table, he makes a revolutionary statement; "We are going to bring Santa back to life." Using a plan, code-named ‘Stocking Filler,’ Deer plans to re-kindle children's belief in Santa. Already he has a large amount of merchandising planned for the new hero, including Santa dolls, books, school accessories and a full-length vid-movie script. The board looks interested. "Do this for us son and you may be sitting in a higher office come the new year, if you know what I mean," says the boss. Deer smiles (it's like having a snowball dropped down the back of your shirt) as he opens the file and begins to explain his plan.

The Three Wise Guys
Deer is a young businessman that never misses an opportunity, and so when an old friend, Chris Honika, came to see him three months ago, Deer thought Christmas had come early. Chris had invented a machine that he called T.U.R.C. - A (or Tran​s-Universe Relocation Carapace - Alpha to those Tech Judges out there). This device is worn on the back with control panels on the front (chest) piece and looks like a small jet pack. However, it is actually a short distance teleporter, moving small amounts of matter a few hundred meters. Chris wanted support and funds to develop his invention and thought that Deer would be interested in financing his research in return for first option on the device.

Deer’s fertile imagination had come up with a better plan; since, he figured, Justice Dept. would probably impound the device (and its inventor) the instant they learned of its existence, he could do better by selling the T.U.R.C. – A to the criminal element. First, though, he could use the teleporter to further his career at Toys-4-Us, before turning it over to the mob.

The mob in question is an up-and-coming operation run by an ex-East-Meg gangster named Rudy ‘The Red’ Wenceslas (yes, Rudolph ‘The Red’ knows Ray Deer. Rudy collects pre-Atomic War Betsy-Wetsy dolls, and Ray has helped him fill a few gaps in his collection.) Rudy is really optimistic about the potential of a device which enables the wearer to totally ignore security systems, and has generously committed his resources to the acquisition of said device. In return for Ray’s bringing it to his attention, he will pay him a generous sum and allow the use of the T.U.R.C. – A in Deer’s Christmas Eve plan.

Shortly after meeting with Honika, Deer sent a few of Rudy’s boys round to Chris' hab to get the device. The wiseguys, Jonnie ‘Nutcracker’ McLean, Oscar Tannenbaum, and Blanche Noël, ran into a few problems (Honika didn’t want to hand over the device) and, in the ensuing disagreement, wiped out Honika, his wife and his brother Pierre, stole the device and set fire to his hab. Keeping the existence of the device Top Secret, Deer cooked up a plan. Using a robotic sleigh of basic design a Santa look-a-like could fly over the city streets (no big deal in MC-1). The real shock would come when toys and presents would miraculously appear under trees in selected households (selected for maximum publicity, that is) and bingo! Every juve in town will believe that they didn't get any presents this year because they didn't believe (of course they would be encouraged in this belief by intensive Toys-4-Us marketing and hype). By this time next year people will not be able to get enough of the new ‘St. Nick’ and each one praying to Grud that he visits their house. The projected profit is staggering.

Deer has already had the ‘Santa Sleigh’ constructed, using the best anti-gravity equipment available. The reindeer are robotic, of course, but every effort has been made to make them look real, to the point of actually shipping in reindeer dung from a Rhur Conurb wildlife park for authentic deposits on the roof of the habs visited. A qualified actor, Leonard Nimrod (stage name) has been hired to play the role of Santa due to his portly figure, his relative obscurity and the fact that no-one will miss him when Deer and The Red terminate his employment. The sleigh is loaded with Toys-4-Us goodies (so that people realise that this company is sponsored by St. Nick himself) and the project is all set to roll. Of course, Deer has kept the illegal side of the operation safely hidden from the Board of Directors...

The Ghost Of Christmas Past…

However, all is not well in Deer's plan. Chris Honika is not dead.  Shot and stabbed by the wiseguys, Chris managed to crawl to safety but was badly burned in the fire. (He had to shed his clothes in the fire. Hence his ID card was found at the scene. Now he looks like a cross between Quasimodo and Freddy Kruger). Chris was more than a little pissed off (and rightly so) by his mistreatment, and, after spending some time recovering in a back street doctors slum, he recovered the T.U.R.C. - E, the upgraded machine that he had built, but which he did not want to reveal to Deer in case of just such a double cross. Using the T.U.R.C.- E., Chris has infiltrated Deer's office and discovered the plans for Operation Stocking Filler which he now plans to sabotage. (It must be remembered that Chris is more than a little upset about what has happened and may not be the most mentally stable person in the world...)

‘Twas the Night before Christmas      

And all through the Meg, the Judges were out taking creeps down a peg...

‘Tis Christmas Eve and the PCs are out on patrol, busting those citizens whose festive cheer has taken them beyond the boundaries of legality. They have just resolved an armed conflict between two groups of carollers that strayed into each others’ turf.  It is 20H48 and a Meat Wagon is just carting the losers off to Resyk when the call comes through:

+++ITEM+++

DISTURBANCE: HAB 16, OLLIE STONE BLVD

Hab security and passersby report screams from Hab 16, Ollie Stone Blvd. Registered occupant: Sector Councilman Norm Bates. Judge <Team Leader>’s team to investigate.

It takes only 7 minutes to reach Ollie Stone Boulevard (a wealthy neighbourhood consisting of free standing habs, at 217 floors above street level). News wagons hover about the area, while a small crowd mills about uncertainly, trying to walk the fine line between loitering and casual interest. The hab is surrounded by a 2m plascrete wall, with a large ornamental gate, guarded by a robo-security system (the kind that asks you politely to leave, before firing a warning shot through your chest). The Judges can simply order the security system to open up, since it will recognise their authority. The small garden is nothing special, and a path leads to the front door.

No-one answers the door (apart from the robo-sentry, which will open the door on request). Inside the hab, everything is pretty much in order (scatter some petty crimes around if you want some red herrings, overdue vid-slugs, bit of sugar, etc.) In the living room, the Judges find Sector Councilman Bates, and his mother Norma, or what’s left of them. The living room is quite large, with several overstuffed chairs, a synthi-synthi-caff table, a large synthetic Christmas tree with brightly wrapped boxes stacked beneath it, and the various body parts and internal organs of the Bates’ strewn gaily about the place. Yes, it rather looks like some malicious prankster has hacked Norm and Norma to pieces; there is viscera on the ceiling and Norm’s head is nailed to the mantelpiece with a combat knife.

Hopefully, the Judges go into investigative mode round about now, so here are some clues for them to fall over. 

The scene doesn’t offer much; the murder weapon would appear to be some kind of large bladed weapon, like an axe or sword. There are several footprints in the mess of blood and organs on the floor that don’t match either Norm or Norma (assuming the Judges can find their feet), and seem to indicate a large, heavy assailant. The footprints are only in the living room, and the murderer couldn’t have walked out of the room without tracking blood all over the place, so where he went should remain a mystery. The room only has one entrance, and the windows don’t open; the only other access into the room is a small ornamental chimney flue (unused, of course, due the City’s strict anti-pollution laws), but anyone coming in that way would have to be extremely thin (about 30cm in diameter, actually). All the presents under the tree are addressed to Norm and Mother. Hint to anyone trying to open a present that the thing may be booby-trapped, and shouldn’t they wait for a Tech squad? The knife used to pin Norm’s head up, used to belong to Blanche Noël; it was last seen sticking out of Chris during the little fracas in his hab that changed his life.

The robo-security system doesn’t have a clue, it only monitors the outside of the house, ‘cause Norm turned off the internal sensors (he’s paranoid about machines watching his every move, for some reason). It did however note the cries of distress issuing from within, and duly notified Justice Dept.  It didn’t notice anyone on the roof since Norm turned those sensors off, but the roof access door is under the security system’s control, and that hasn’t been opened.

The citizens out in the street can offer a bit more, if anyone thinks to ask them. Several of them will report seeing some kind of flying vehicle in the vicinity of the hab, though descriptions vary wildly since sleighs pulled by flying reindeer are somewhat outside the average citizen’s experience. A couple, who were walking by (Golda and Frank Shepard), report seeing a “fatty with a long white beard, dressed all in red” on the roof of the hab. The fatso got into a “really weird hovercar of some kind”, before buzzing them, and shouting something like: "You'd better take care, You'd better beware ‘cos Santa Claws is coming to town!". Sceptical Judges may want to have the witnesses tested for illegal substances...

In fact, there is not much to find here. Let the Judges call a Forensics squad and a Meat Wagon, put an APB out on a flying sleigh, clear the crowd, and make soothing (or threatening) noises to the press. Bates is (was) a senior councilman, so they should make some kind of statement, other than the usual ones involving vidcorders and body orifices.  Let the Judges do something else for a bit, while they wait for the forensics report...

"Fear and terror struck uptown tonight as an unknown assailant managed to enter the home of Sector Councilman Norman Bates and his mother Norma, coldly murdering and dismembering them. In a cruel twist, the killer appears to have left a large selection of gifts for the Bates family. Judges are baffled as the entrances to the Bates home are guarded by security monitors which failed to register any intruders.  Judges are now questioning witnesses who claim to have seen a "fat man with a long white beard, dressed all in red" land on the hab roof shortly before the murders where discovered in what is now being described as a "hover pulled by some type of animal." This suspect is reputed to have stayed on the roof for some time before shouting; "You'd better take care, You'd better beware ‘cos Santa Claws is coming to town!" before flying off. It is not clear how seriously these reports are being taken by the Judges. More news as we get it. This is Holly Bough, MCNN Sector 142."

When the forensics report turns up, the PCs will hopefully request some info on Blanche, followed by a desire to look her up. She’s currently relaxing at Ebenezer’s Big Stick Shuggy Hall. When the Judges turn up, she’ll just be finishing up at phone call. When the Judges enter the shuggy hall, a number of people will assume that the Judges have come to get them, and will make for the exits, followed shortly by resisting arrest. Once the Judges have pacified the joint, and assuming Blanche is still alive, they can question her. 

Of course, she has an alibi for this evening, one that the hall’s security cameras can back up. She denies having seen the knife. After a bit of persuasion, she’ll confess that it was her knife, but she lost it a couple of weeks ago. If told about the Santa slayings, she’ll assume that Nimrod is behind it. Round about this time, the report of Jason Donovich’s death comes in.

In return for special consideration (and protection from Rudy), she will confess that she just got a call from Rudy to meet the others McDonnal’s Munch & Hurl (a eatery and curling rink) on to intercept this Santa guy (Rudy called him Nimrod). She downloaded a list of his next stops. If pressed she will also confess to her involvement in the homicide and arson at Honika’s place. She will relate that they killed two men and a woman (astute Judges will realise that this doesn’t mesh with the case report), and delivered the T.U.R.C. – A. to Rudy. 

Meanwhile, Rudy has sent Nutcracker, Tannenbaum and Myrrh to grab Nimrod before the Judges do, and get his T.U.R.C. – A. back. After waiting for a bit at McDonnals, the three head off to Pumpkin’s place. The Judges will run into them there.

For Whom the Bell Jingles…

Toys-4-Us are having their annual Christmas bash, and as the Judges arrive, there is a large crowd of news people gathered outside, waiting for a statement. As they get off their bikes, Deer steps up to the podium, and taking an obviously prepared statement from his pocket, addresses the press:

"Ladies and Gentlemen of the press. I have heard about the surprising and heart warming events uptown this evening and I would like to make the following statement on behalf of Toys-4-Us. We in the company do not know the identity of this man, if man he is, but we would like to say that in these dark times it is heart warming and charming to know that there is one man prepared to do a good deed for the world, and in doing so has given not only the Bates' an evening which they will never forget but has given a present to us all. If he has chosen to deliver Toys-4-Us products then we are only too happy to be connected in some small way to this greatest of Christmas events."

Deer then turns on his heel and strides back into the building leaving behind the journalists who are all too stunned to even shout questions. With a self-satisfied grin he will then go into the lobby of the building, where the Judges can catch up with him.

As they enter his office, Deer is turning on the Vid screen. As he does we see the same reporter, Holly Bough, standing outside another uptown apartment; apparently the same killer as at the Senators residence. 

“This time it was Jason Donavich, famous singer, beloved of kids all over the world, who was visited by the axe-murderer. Again, no locks were disturbed and none of Mr. Donavich's security guards were even aware that anyone was in the building. Mr. Donavich was found lying beside his ornamental fireplace, surrounded by the killers gifts, horribly mutilated. Many fans outside the building saw a man answering the description of the killer seen at the Sector Councilman’s Bates’  hab land on Mr.Donavich's roof on a flying vehicle, pulled by eight animals of some sortr. Witnesses are not sure but as the killer left he sang something at them, the last line of which, most agree was; "I know if you've been bad or good so be good for goodness sake!" A chilling warning to us all and one that left most fans crying and at least three in a state of shock. More news as we get it...”

When questioned, Deer will seem to crack like an egg, but he will only tell them the following. The company has hired a man to dress as the mythical children's hero Santa Clause and to deliver presents to a select few peoples houses as a publicity stunt for the company. He is using an anti-gravity sleigh to get to the addresses and a state of the art teleport device to get the presents inside. Something has obviously gone wrong. He will give the Judges the address list and plead with them to stop the Santa menace. If Toys-4-Us can be seen to help stop the killer they might yet come out of this all right. The next address is the hab of child star McCrawley Pumpkin. It’s up to the Judges whether or not to toss Deer in the clink at this point.

As the Judges leave Deer, the vid in the lobby will be showing a photo fit picture of the wanted man (complete with beard and sack) and the start of a documentary entitled; "Clause:  Maniac or Vigilante Saint?" 

Gonna Find Out Who’s Naughty or Nice…

The race is on. The Judges arrive in time to see the sleigh parked on the roof of the Pumpkin’s hab. The Santa (Nimrod) is standing on the edge of the roof shouting to a crowd that is gathering on a nearby rooftop. Some of the crowd have recognised the "Killer" and are screaming. At least one has fainted. All are shouting. As the Judges pull up, Nimrod, who will just be finishing another chorus of "Santa Clause is Coming to Town," will turn and say; "Ho Ho Ho. Have you been good Judges?" He will then reach into his sack to get gifts for them. Give the Judges a few moments to blow him away; he’ll fall backwards into the sleigh. When the Judges make it onto the roof, all hell breaks loose. Hearing the shouting and gunfire, Chris is disturbed in his plan to kill McCrawley by the sudden arrival of his bodyguards. Grabbing the brat, Chris teleports to the roof. The players are now surprised by the sudden arrival of  (Santa Clause meets Hellraiser) Chris, who appears behind them. Chris is horribly scarred and is also dressed as Santa (his idea of irony!). He is clutching the struggling McCrawley to his chest and holding an axe to his throat. At roughly the same time, Pumpkin’s bodyguards arrive in the elevator and the three wiseguys arrive in the hovercar. Mayhem ensues as everyone does their best to kill everyone else.  After a quick exchange of; "You'll never take me alive! "Chris pushes a grenade down the front of McCrawley's jumper and shoves him toward the Judges. Players who shoot at Chris will find he has faded out and re-appears on the sleigh. With a cry of "So long Phsukers!" (his disfigurement is quite bad) the sleigh shoots off into the night.

Lovely Weather for a Slay Ride…

The Judges must now try to save McCrawley, while trying to stay alive themselves (in our game they simply threw him over the edge to save themselves - but remember the watching crowd!!) and stop Chris. When rescued McCrawley is suitably ungrateful. The wiseguys will speed off after Chris, assuming they’re alive. Otherwise the Judges may be able to use their hovercar.

Shots fired at Chris may hit the cybernetic reindeer, blowing off the odd head or leg, but this will not slow the progress of the sleigh. The Judges will be impeded as Chris teleports grenades in their path, as well as the odd toy (struck by an unexpected Wendy House for 2D6 damage, etc). Eventually the sleigh will arrive at Nakacomi Towers, crashing through the huge windows and into the area where the party is in full swing.

Silent Night, Holy *$”!**#!…
Shouting something suitably dramatic ("Johnny's home!", "Santa Clause is Comin' to Town", etc), Chris leaps from the sleigh and teleports to a position where he can put the lights off. The players arrive in a dark room full of people screaming and shouting and containing one man with the ability to teleport behind them and hit them with an axe. Merry Xmas everyone!

And To All, A Good Night…
Sometime before the New Year one of the Judges will be passing a toy store where juves are queuing for miles and clamoring for a new toy. As the player approaches he will see that it is the new Toys-4-Us action doll. Closer inspection will reveal it to be the Santa doll that Deer had commissioned except that the face is horribly burned and that someone has added a little axe…

Santa is back, but now if kids are bad he pays them a visit on Christmas Eve.  Merry Christmas everyone!!
